We feel that a Quaker summer camp affiliated with IMYM would be 
beneficial to IMYM, Western Quakers, and the greater community. We 
envision a space where we can actualize Quaker testimony and build 
community & fellowship within the Quaker community and without. 


Through service as counselors, SYFs and those of similar age in the greater community will develop strong spiritual and emotional bonds with each other and a younger generation, leadership skills, and practical skills menial and metaphysical.
